Communications Committee report:

· Jim Jones is meeting with the 911 Center personnel on a monthly basis

· All personnel are reminder to utilize the “Dispatch Problem reporting form” to report issues

· The recent MCI drill in Central Square demonstrated that the communications system use is not well know.  Problems with interagency and short distance communications were experienced.

· Action: Jim Jones will look into radio training

Educations and Training:
· Recently, the Assessment of Need survey for Fall 2003 courses was sent to ambulance corps.  Discussion regarding the most effective ways to send it to Fire Service agencies.  Randi noted that the Orwell Basic EMT course had very few applicants.  All agreed to spread the word to anyone who wants that course to call Randi immediately (as of this writing, the course is on).

· Actions:

· Jim Jones to check with John Hinds to see if his secretary could call fire agencies and solicit course information

· Gregg Potter to inquire as to how best to handle such communications to the Fire Service in the future

· Randi to send to Fire Service agencies by any means

· Randi to assess alternate means of putting out course applications

· Jim to add a link on the EMS Web page that would make it easy for anyone wanting as training course to contact Randi

· Mark notes that he had worked with the region to secure training money and had purchased some training videos and other equipment.  Mark suggested, and the committee agreed, that an easily accessible spot be found for training equipment.  It was thought that the current cache was not conveniently located in Oswego.  Also, it was agreed that training equipment should be inventoried, and the details of what is on hand be advertised for all to see.

· Actions;

· Mark to work with the Training and Education committee to accommodate the above suggestions

· Megan summarized her considerable research on what grant money might be available.  She turned over a number of documents that would be useful to someone searching for funding sources (the most useful was “Funding Alternatives for Fire and Emergency Services by FEMA, and the Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance at cfda.gov).
