1) Call to order at 19:11 by J. Jones, Chairperson

2) Open Floor – none

3) The minutes of the previous meeting (December 11,2007) were reviewed and approved.

4) Correspondence:

Pat Egan reviewed the email from P. Cousins regarding instructors and the possibility of loosing instructors as they retire from their agencies.  He is looking for input from agencies. 6) Director of Emergency Management report:


Review NMIS and point of contact.  The ICS certification needs to be updated. If you need ICS 100-200 or 700, EMO has 3 instructors and are willing to hold classes.  The EMS system is the least complaint, it was noted that you could get 1 hour CME (pilot) for an ICS class.

P. Egan reviewed the MCI trailers and that the inventory has been completed for the trailers at OTVFD and Fulton.  NOCA trailer still needs inventory.  Please contact Barb at EMO if you need supplies.  Discussion held regarding the possibility of moving the trailer at OTVFD.

P. Egan reviewed that the County MCI plan is due for an update and that it is non-compliant for NMIS.

*P. Egan to collaborate with J. Hinds regarding the MCI levels and compare with EMS levels so that we are complaint with NMIS.  The goal is to work along the same lines as County HazMat.

P. Egan reviewed that the County is working with NYS DOH, EMO, DA and Coroner for a Mass Fatality drill; this could be a Pandemic Flu, etc.

P. Egan reviewed the status of an Advanced EMT course in Oswego County.  She has spoke with both Jefferson Community College and Faxton-St Lukes.  Both are willing to work together with Oswego County.  Faxton-St.Lukes would be a distance-learning program with our instructors.  Jefferson Community College will have one of their instructors ready to teach in Oswego County.  P. Egan still is working on the possibility of having a CIC in Oswego County partner with either of these agencies.  She is laying the foundation for the future – she will continue to talk with these agencies.

Review by A. Chase the statues of Oswego City Status – they will not compete with the County.  They may have an Advance class in late 2008, nothing is set in stone.

7) Committee Reports:

Education/Training: Waiting to hear from 3 instructors.

Refresher Class at SOVAC for the summer – set up like last year. R. McCaffrey teaching.

Schedule from J. Jones with the 24 CORE Hours.  This class will have a charge of $100, which is one third of the re-imbursement to the County.

Anne-Marie Howell in Caughdenoy will do an Original BLS/refresher.

N. Wallis will be returning as an Instructor.

P. Egan reviewed her discussions with the County Attorney regarding pay increases for instructors.

M. Eastman of SAVAC is requesting an Intermediate course.  This request reviewed with many comments.

A reviewed issue with preceptors from recent Basic class, P. Egan is working on the compiling all of the paper work from this class.

Communications:
911 Meeting and priority dispatch reviewed by J. Jones.  Thank you to Oswego City for being the trial agency and getting the Medical Director.

Discussed the issues on the Fire Side, S. Hargrave noted the discussion she had with the Association of Fire Agencies.

J. Jones reviewed the “Emergency Button Policy”.  Training will happen within thirty days after approval.

Public Education:
Will set a date for Public CPR class.

Reviewed the publicity for the EMSAC First Annual Banquet.

8) Clinical Coordinator Report:  No representative

9) Fire Advisory Board:  Written report submitted by Chet Hains and presented by S. Hargrave.  J. Hinds, B. Dark and J. Cottet will be spending Tuesdays at the 911 center to work on the CAD system to understand the automatics and configuration.  Progress is being made.  The 911 center is starting the “10-Minutes Clock” so fire departments will be made aware when they have a structure fire that has been ongoing for ten minutes.  This will be helpful as well as a safety issues for firefighters.  Also reviewed was the “Urban Area Initiative” this initiative if for 6 million dollars for funding in Onondaga, Oswego and Madison counties. Unsure how it will be shared. It is a possibility for a “National Mutual Aid” funding that will be given to different areas to help communications in emergencies.  It reviewed the on-going fire school documents that are still awaiting signatures.  The possible name for the school could be “Oswego County First Responder Training Center”.

10) Unfinished Business:

Review by T. Bennett the EMSAC First Annual Award Banquet.  Letter has notified all the award winners, invitations have been sent; sponsors have been found for the awards.  Fifteen awards will be presented.

11) New Business:

A committee needs to be formed to review the impact of the possible closing of Lee Memorial on EMS.  The State is offering assistance.  The committee will consist of Zack Menter, Mike Solazzo and Sandy Hargrave.

Discussed EMS week activities.  It is the third week in May.  NOCA has something planned for 5/24/08.  J. Jones and P. Egan will work on a Letter to the Editor as well as a proclamation/resolution for the County.

Prep for Elections:  The June meeting will be for Nominations for election.  The positions are Chair, Vice Chair and Secretary.  The nominations committee will be Mark Murray (Chair), Zack Menter and Sandy Hargrave.  This committee is charged with finding new members and new officers.
