      1.  Called to order at 19:10 by J. Jones, Chairperson
2.  Open Floor:   None
      3.  Approval of previous meetings:  deferred

4. Correspondence:

Review of email from D Ramsey regarding training “Diagnosing and Treatment of AMI’s” which Oswego Health will host.

Z.Menter reviewed a planned 12 Lead EKG training with Dr. Witt for Oswego County Providers.  He is planning a teaching day and discussion of it being at the JNS with the possibility of having it recorded for CME’s.  N. Wallis would be willing to make arrangements with Medtronic to review 12 lead EKG’s and Capnography.

P. Egan reviewed the need to change out the Atropine Pens from the DOH with 6 agencies.

5.  Chairpersons report- deferred

6. Director of Emergency Management Report:

EMS is now occupying the suite of rooms that were for the Fire Coordinator.  

Review of annual Vital Signs conference and that her budget will allow support of one Oswego County Instructor to attend.

EMSAC resolution with be submitted to the Legislature in June and to the floor for vote in July.

Review of new equipment purchased for EMS which includes: A Fat Fred Manikin, OB Manikin; Moulage Kit, CPR Manikins; AED trainer; 12 lead EKG trainers.

Discussion of MCI trailers within the County and their placement.  Fulton has one; OTVFD has one and wants to move it elsewhere (this is owned by the Battalion) and NOCA has one. (J. Casanova to make a decision).
Review of meeting with NYS DOH (J. Morrissey) to have a plan to submit to Oswego County Legislator for the budget process to add an EMS Field Coordinator at the EMO.

Review of EMSAC Award Banquet was very successful, have money left to start for next year’s banquet.  Congratulations to the following on Regional Awards: N. Wallis for ALS Provider and Menter Ambulance.  Next year’s nominations will be submitted for Regional Awards as well.

7. Committee Activity

Education and training:  Summer Refreshers have 10 students; two original classes are schedule for March, n. Wallis planning an original/refresher in August or September.  CORE Course for ALS and BLS will be submitted, the instructors will be J. Jones for ALS and N. Wallis for BLS.

Communication:  An open session was held in Phoenix regarding mobile and portable equipment for communications with 150 options available.  All of this equipment will depend on the Legislature; each radio is about $3200, plus pager switch over.  This is excellent equipment compared to last time.  Each DO needs to submit their inventory, this need to include holsters – microphones – slings, etc.   These lists will be submitted to the Legislature in August or September.  Also work is being done to make the system regionally capable within the following five counties:  Oswego – Onondaga – Madison – Cayuga – Oneida.

M. Allen, Director of 911, has been very open and supportive to all parties involved and is working diligently to check all possible radio systems.

Public Education: None
8. Clinical Coordinators:  M. Murray for S. Supernaut.
Review of New Proctols coming in September, training must be completed by 9/15/09 after the training an on-line test must be taken.  This training will provide 3 hours of CME and 5 hours of update.  Watch the Oswego County web site for updates.

9.  Fire Advisory Board Report:  No representative.  J. Jones noted that he is getting multiple calls from Fire Chiefs with questions about Priority Dispatch.  He noted that we need a mechanism to get this information to the Fire Chief’s. Suggestions include:  Conduct a call with the County Fire Coordinator; referred to web site; perhaps a newsletter to all fire departments; explain courses to how to request

Lee Closure Issues:  Z. Menter discussed clarification regarding Urgent Care and COBRA’s to Syracuse.

D. Ramsey discussed EMS log book and providers using this.

D. Ramsey discussed ED process and will work on having other staff answer the radio tones and advise EMS to hold for nurse.

D. Ramsey reviewed the E.D. Construction that is tentatively scheduled for July until about mid-November. He reviewed temporary entrance from 6th street.  Arrangements will be made to post on web site.

N. Wallis asked what is happening with the 6-9 dedicated channel assigned to Lee memorial and perhaps this could be an EMS secondary channel.  This will be sent on to M. Allen.

    11.  New Business:

Approved MPDS system last meeting, today will have agencies sign. 

J. Jones reviewed the changes to the “operations agreement”.  Oswego City emailed their approval. Casanova from NOCA will review and then let J. Jones      know of his approval; all other agencies signed the agreement.

           EMSAC will work with 911 on a draft SOG for the MPDS.

B. Loomis of the 911 center discussed communications and common ground.   They will be approaching the Legislature to replace the previous cut potions. He asked that we understand exceptions at 911 that will happen. He also suggested that an “all-call” out for D.O. happen.
Officer Nominations:  Voting will be held at the August Meeting.  The committee for nominations will be M. Murray; S. Hargrave; and  Z. Menter. 

J. Jones request that we work on fresh leadership and that N. Wallis be consider for the leadership position.

Welcome to Jason Casanova new DO for NOCA.  He was advised by the Council that he is not alone and not to hesitate to use the Council for help.  He is in a new unique position that includes a new Board of Directors, new management and he plans to work on rebuilding of his Team.
M. Murray requested that the EMS Award banquet committee include the following:  The Sue Pierce Leadership Award and the Bill Denery Communication Award.

Action:  Have the EMSAC Awards Banquet address these recommendations.

A discussion was held regarding Aero-medical  and the use within the County, included in this discussion was Mercy Flight and their training program.  J. Casanova reviewed the dispatch policy in Jefferson County.  We need to keep in mind what is the best – quickest care available.

Action:  A subcommittee was formed that included N. Wallis and J. Casanova to develop a generic continuing education module for Aero Medical training and report at the next meeting.
