Suggestions have each EMS Agency be accountable to train their area Fire Dept.

Upcoming Courses:  EMT Basic Org/Refresher in Caughdenoy being instructor by Anne Marie Howel. Onondaga County is sending student to this class.

EMT Basic Original/Refresher at McFee by N. Wallis and D. Oliver, starting in late September.

b. Communications
-Review by N. Wallis his meeting with M. Allen and the review of “Priority Dispatch”  Reviewed 25 calls from each category and multiple agencies.  Reviewed 23/25 calls, some where questionable – such as seizures.  This was a multiple agency review.  PCR’s were reviewed with the priority dispatch, most matched.

Asking agencies to submitted request for review of “Priority Dispatch” to the 911 center.  Next step is to review from the time of call to 911 to hospital door and review the patient outcomes.  Will also request the input of the hospitals.  Mid October is the end of the “trial” and will have the second review by then.  Must decide the outcome of “Priority Dispatch”. 

-Review of “Emergency Button” policy that has been implemented by 911. When this button is pushed it is a top priority for law dispatch. It is a dedicated emergency channel.
